During the Taiwan under Japanese rule period, the Japanese govern-
ment formulated land reclamation and cultivation policies in regions 
outside of cities, creating an upsurge in demand for reclamation and cultivation 
tools. This subsequently contributed to the booming business of the Fengshan 
Ironmaking Street and the opening of dozens of ironmaking shops (despite the street 
measuring only dozens of meters long). At the time, constant stream of smoke came out of 
chimneys on red-tiled roofs all day long, signifying booming business and the peak of iron culture.

However, business of the Fengshan Ironmaking Street has slowly declined over time; shops such as 
Sinsing, Dingren, Sinren, and Sinli are the only ones that remain. Although these shops appear to be 
nearing their end, their blast furnaces continue to operate “with great pride” in an attempt to meet the 
demands of their old customers and retain a sense of warmth and trust.

How to get there

As a city-designated historic site, Fongyi Academy was built in 1814 (the 19th year of 
Qing Jiaqing Emperor’s reign) and it is the largest and most well-preserved academy 
in Taiwan. Over 200 years old, the building reopened in 2014.
While admiring its architectural beauty, visitors can also easily learn about the 
imperial examination system and the history of Fongshan and Fongyi Academy, and 
see historical scenes recreated using cute figures. Fongyi Academy is the ideal place 
to visit for people interested in history and also for family trips.

The Fongyi Academy Student Dormitory is comparable to student dormitories today. On the left and right sides of 
the Fongyi Academy Lecture Hall is the student dormitory; each side has six rooms, so the number of rooms totals 
12. Three rooms form a residence unit, in the middle is the hall, and on two sides are the rooms. Each room is 
surmised to have been used to accommodate three to four students. The Bureau of Cultural Affairs 
redecorated the Fongyi Academy according to the four phases of change that it has undergone 
over the past two centuries to allow visitors to witness the glorious past of the academy.

Shaochuantou was a major trading zone in the Takow 
Port, the primary reason why the port has garnered 
international fame; it was also the place where the 
Takow Customs was situated in the Qing dynasty, and 
the location where the �rst o­cial British consulate in 
Taiwan was established. �e Shaochuan Street, located 
in front of the British Consulate at Takow today, served 
as the venue where large ships docked and people 
loaded and unloaded cargoes. 
By developing and renovating Shaochuantou and 
introducing the Waterfront Corridor, Shaochuantou is 
successfully connected to the historical site of the 
British Consulate at Takow, enabling visitors to revisit 
history and enjoy the wide, beautiful views of the 
Takow Port as they stroll leisurely along the shore.

Colors of Taiwan．Zodiac
Taking a retrospective glance at the 20th-century Taiwanese art 
history, the concept of local colors had a tremendous impact on the 
modernization of Taiwanese art. Rather than simply depicting and 
recording the beauty of Taiwanese culture and customs, artistic creation 
became a window to showcase the artistic landscape of a new era. Since 
its establishment in 2007, Xue Xue Foundation has been promoting the 
education of Taiwanese colors and aesthetics for nearly twelve years. 
The Foundation launched a twelve-year scholarship program, known 
as “Zodiac by Artists,” which has started in the year of the mouse in 2008 and will last until the year of the pig in 2019. With the 
Chinese zodiac as its annual theme, the program invites renowned Taiwanese and international visual artist, graphic designers, 
architects, industrial designers, illustrators and dancers to adorn zodiac models with their creative inspiration. Funds raised through 
the zodiac works painted by artists have been fully used in financing the Foundation’s Taiwanese colors education programs around 
the island. Colors of Taiwan．Zodiac incorporates the interpretation of artistic creation to address traditional festivals and customs 
from a “colorful” perspective. Combining Xue Xue Foundation’s lasting endeavors in advocating the education of Taiwanese cultural 
colors and the preservation and continuation of local arts and their creations by the Kaohsiung Museum of Fine Arts, the exhibition 
embodies the essence of cultural value and leads the audience to explore local colors while identifying with nature, land, history as 
well as the cultural and humanistic landscape.
