Two steam locomotives, CT259 and DT609, are permanently
displayed in front of the Takao Railway Museum. Both are iconic
steam locomotives from Taiwan’s Japanese Colonial Period.

CT259, modeled after Japan’s C55-class steam locomotive, was
introduced in 1935 to coincide with the Taiwan Exposition, making it
the most advanced steam locomotive of its time. It was specifically
designed for hauling express trains. Meanwhile, DT609, based on
Japan’s 9600-class locomotive, was a renowned model from the
Taisho era (1920) and was primarily used for hauling freight trains. Since the electrification of the Taiwan
Railway Western Trunk Line in 1979, steam locomotives have gradually been phased out. Today, CT259
and DT609 are displayed on the tracks, allowing visitors to admire them up close.
